STUDENT LOANS 

Full-time loans are available for students enroled in a minimum of 3 courses 
(or 9 credits). Part-time loans are available to students studying less than 3 
courses (8 credits or less). We offer consultation on student loan issues and 
can assist with your application for financial assistance. 

EMERGENCY LOANS 

Emergency loans are available to students who are experiencing unforeseen 
financial emergency situations. If you are a current student who is 
experiencing emergency financial hardship, you may be eligible to apply for 
CNC Emergency Funding.  

AWARDS 

Scholarships and bursaries are awarded based on academic achievement, 
and on financial need. Unlike loans, these do not need to be repaid. 

SCHOLARSHIPS 

A scholarship is a financial award granted based on academic achievement. 
Depending on the scholarship, there may be a minimum GPA requirement.  
Most scholarships must be applied to by a specified deadline. 

BURSARIES

A bursary is a financial award granted based on financial need. Students 
who are using loans or band funding may still apply to receive a bursary.
