Evaluate and hazard control related to General Forestry, Yarding, Falling and
Road Building.

Yarding and Mechanized Harvesting

Signals used in forestry, rigging components and basic rigging practices, yarding
and mechanized harvesting equipment, harvesting methods, and winch
assisting.

Mechanical
Tools and equipment for heavy machinery, heavy equipment inspection and
maintenance procedures, heavy mechanical systems, and stand tending.
